
Do not mount onto Sheetrock, plasterboard or panelled walls 
unless all screws are fixed into wooden batten/stud.

It is the responsibility of the installer to ensure that the wall 
structure is capable of supporting the screen and mount in a 
normal working environment. 

If you have any doubts concerning installation consult a 
qualified contractor. Check the strength of the installation
before installing the screen.

1. Locate and mark two adjacent studs/wooden battens in wall for securing the mount. 
 A stud finder is ideal for this. fig 1  

2. Hold the Wall Bracket         , against the wall and level using a bubble level ensuring that they are
 level/parallel with each other.

3. Ideally the wall brackets should be spaced to allow Microwave oven feet to sit neatly within the
 mount arms.

4. Mark four locations (two in each stud/wall bracket) on the wall where each mount will be fixed.

5. Remove each wall bracket and drill a pilot hole for each of the screws.

6. Fix the wall brackets         , to the wall using Screw Fixings provided with a Phillips screwdriver.

1. Hold each Wall Bracket         , against the wall and level using a bubble level ensuring that 
 they are level/parallel with each other. fig 2 

2. Ideally the wall brackets should be spaced to allow Microwave oven feet to sit neatly 
 within the mount arms.

3. Mark four locations (two in each bracket) on the wall where each mount will be fixed.

4. Remove the wall bracket and drill a hole at each location. Remove excess dust from the holes.

5. Insert a wall anchor into each hole and tap into place with a hammer if necessary.

6. Fix the wall brackets to the wall using Screw Fixings provided with a Phillips screwdriver.            
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Final Installlation

1.  Slide part          into part         and adjust the length of the extension arms to match the depth of your Microwave Oven. fig 3. 

2. Tighten screws         with Allen Key         to secure part          in place to desired depth. 

3. Carefully position Microwave Oven onto wall brackets so that it is securely held in place. fig 4.
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
